gumboots, boots (not sandshoes) and wet and dry weather clothes).

4. Cattle to be on the show grounds by 6.00pm Friday evening.

5. Insurance and Public Liability is the responsibility of the owner/exhibitor.

6. Individual entrants to register between 4.00pm and 5.00pm on Friday afternoon
and entrants' responsibility to collect and return bibs.

7. All handlers are to make themselves aware of all hygiene procedures in relation to
Johnes disease and the status of animals.

8. All handlers who are staying on the grounds overnight must sign the register at
the Beef Cattle Committee Office before 4pm each day. Junior Handlers must be
signed in by an adult.
